MAYORS MESSAGE 

I would like to say thank you for the positive feedback on the 

End of the Year Review. It is well worth the time it takes to put 

together to keep everyone informed. Since the Year End 

Review was completed, we have received additional positive 

news regarding Village finances. The Office of the State 

Comptroller uses the Fiscal Stress Monitoring System to 

examine the annual financial information reported by local 

governments. This analysis provides an objective assessment 

of the fiscal challenges facing individual local governments 

and school districts, identifying situations where corrective 

action may be needed. Based on information as of February 28, 

2019, the review of the 2018 Annual Update Document (AUD) 

for the Village of Menands was completed. The Point Range 

(Out of 100 total pts) is broken down as follows: 

Significant Fiscal Stress 65-100, Moderate Fiscal Stress 55-

64.9, Susceptible Fiscal Stress 45-54.9, No Designation. 0-

44.9. The Village of Menands received a score of 6.7 for the 

2018 AUD, with no designation of fiscal stress. The report 

also included 2016 and 2017, both of which also were listed as 

no designation. Great news for Menands. As always, I am 

grateful for the dedication of the Village Board in providing for 

our departments and residents while maintaining a fiscally 

responsible budget and to our employees for their hard work in 

providing the services that are unique to Menands.
